Talented young filmmakers from Glasgow to have their films premiered at the GFT 

Young people from across Glasgow (many of whom have a disability) are to have their animated films premiered at the GFT on Saturday 27th August 2005. Groups who contributed to the event include pupils from St Joan of Arc Secondary School, Kennyhill Secondary School, Milton After-school D.A.S.H. Club and Carlibar Primary School Communication Unit (in Barrhead). A film by (Glasgow Association for Mental Health) GAMH Young Carers in Govanhill (exploring what it means to be a young carer) will also be shown. The screening has been organised by arts charity Project Ability to give the youngsters the opportunity to view their films on the big screen and to share the talents of the young filmmakers with the public.

Project Ability is a specialist organisation that has been working since 1984 to open up the arts for people who find it difficult to access mainstream activities. Their workshop programme for young people with disabilities has generated a number of short films that have been critically acclaimed in both mainstream and disability film festivals around the world. 

The young people worked on the films from the conception of the story through to the direction of the artwork. Iain Piercy, one of Project Ability’s filmmakers said, “The group have led every stage of the project from the first sketches to the final edit. It is the first project where the edit has been completely done by the artists involved – for me that is a great breakthrough.” Sam McIlmunn (16 years old) from Mount Florida who worked on ‘On the run with Brian Fury”  - one of the films to be showcased at the premiere, said: “This project was a lot of fun. Animation is the kind of thing I’d like to do in the future.  I have learned a ton of new techniques such as editing and special effects. If people like the film as much as I have enjoyed making it then it will be the best movie ever seen… hopefully!”
